CREAMY-CHEESY POTATO SOUP i Barbara Leathers

2-4 Ibs. cubed potatoes 2 c. Half and Half cream

1 stick butter 4 c. milk

% c. diced onion 2 c. potato broth

% c. diced celery 2 cans cream of mushroom soup
2 TBSP. all purpose flour 1 c. shredded Cheddar cheese

Salt, pepper Garlic powder and chopped garlic to taste

Cook potatoes and drain broth into a bowl to reserve. In a separate saucepan, melt 1 stick butter.
Add ¥ c. onion, % cup of celery, 2 TBSP. flour, salt, pepper, garlic powder and garlic. Cook all
ingredients approximately5 minutes or so, do not brown.

In a large soup pot, mix Half and Half cream, milk, potato broth, cream of mushroom soup, salt and
pepper. Stir with a whisk to just boiling. Stir in Cheese. Add the onion/celery mixture and potatoes.
Serves 10.
