It is that time of year when the leaves begin to bud and the birds begin to chirp. We are looking
forward to warmer weather and the joy of Spring. For Christians this is also the time when we
celebrate our Lord’s resurrection from the dead. What is the resurrection?

Many Christians feel confident in their belief on this matter. But we are wise to relearn an old
doctrine.

The resurrection is best understood as a symphony with three parts. The first part is the
predictions leading up to the event, the second part is the event of the resurrection, and the third
part is how this event shapes the lives of those who have faith in the resurrected Christ.

While it would be too much to develop these concepts in this newsletter it is important that we
understand the resurrection is the cornerstone of our faith. As Wilbur Smith states in the
Woycliffe Dictionary of Theology, “Remove the truth of resurrection from the NT, and its whole
doctrinal structure collapses, and hope vanishes.” (pg. 450).

Every Sunday when we gather for worship we celebrate the resurrection of Christ Jesus from
The dead. This Easter we are reminded of the day when this tradition began.
May God bless us all as we grow in our faith and in God’s Grace.

2009 RUMC Fund Raiser

After prayerful soul searching, John Dertzbaugh has decided not to head up a 2009 RUMC auction.
It was, after all, a huge undertaking and John and Jan must be given credit and many thanks for their
leadership of such a successful event.
Since this auction has historically netted the most funds for any RUMC fund raiser ever, we, as a united
congregation, must prayerfully ponder a replacement fund raiser for 2009, and the time to pray and plan
is NOW.
If not another auction, then what would bring in comparable income? We made over $17,000 from the
2008 auction most of which went towards the mortgage loan principal with about $500 towards
Missions and Outreach. In the current economic spiral the Administrative Council at it’s February
meeting expressed concerns whether another aud
(1) one large fund raiser in 2009, and,
(2) leadership from the congregation to head a large fund raising project.
You will find if you are willing to step up to this task that all you have to do is ask and the congregation
will pitch in to help. But it takes an organizer who is willing to stand up
and lead! You know you are out there. Will it be you?
Remember, you do not have to do it all —reach out and ask for help. It will come.

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Recent Actions ofYour Trusteesi Submitted by Evelyn Olinger

Several issues of concern to us all have recently been discussed by the Trustees, actions taken, and
recommendations forwarded on to the the Admin Council.

Issue #1:

As you may know, Ruby Williams, sister of Diz and Nell Leazer, and a devoted member of RUMC until her
death last year, left a generous bequest of $25,000 to the church - to be used in any way deemed necessary.

It has been decided to honor her memory in two ways:

1. To have the existing, ancient, stained glass windows repaired and to fill in the one blank oval which
probably was broken out long ago and just replaced with a blue glass. It has been determined that repairs are
necessary in order to preserve the windows.

The work will be done by a well known stained glass artist in Culpeper, Mr. Kaiser, who did not only the
windows at Liberty, but also many in Culpeper churches.

2. To use the remainder of the bequest to replace all the windows in the fellowship hall wing of the church -
upstairs and down. The original windows-almost 50 years old - have long since outlived their efficient
usefulness, and some do not even close.

Alex Fedorov and Wally Rich visited the factory of the bidder, as well as a church where they are installing
new windows. We were assured, after a second visit to the church by the company, that the exterior mosaics,
installed by Claude Ritchie, Architect, Master Builder, and faithful member of RUMC, will not be damaged.

Not only should we save from 30-50% on our utility bills with new energy efficient windows, but we will also
be taking a step towards "going green" and preserving the earth's resources.

We felt that these uses of Mrs. Williams' generous gift most expressed our gratitude. The stained glass
windows represent the more artistic or ethereal expression, and the new windows will certainly make a huge
difference in our budgeted expenses, at a time when every penny counts to us all.

A suitable plaque, in appreciation of her bequest, will be displayed.

Issue #2:

You have probably noticed the new shed on the edge of the parking lot on what is called the Groves property.
This was a project taken on by the Men's group, paid for by the Men's group, and physically built by the Men's
Group. In order to accomplish the desired site, it was necessary to take down a few trees.

3 bids were solicited, and the low bidder's fee to remove trees and grind the stumps was $2400. At the request

of the Men's Group, we recommended taking that amount from the $11,000 maintenance fund established for
the Groves property.
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Issue #3:

Due to the recent rash of church break-ins, thefts, and de-facings, and because we keep finding the doors to the
church unlocked when they should be locked, we recommended trying another form of lock to the two doors of
the fellowship hall which are the ones most commonly used by various groups.

The problem seems to be that, even with changing locks on the doors periodically, as we do now, copies of the
keys are made, and eventually there are just too many keys floating around.

We will replace the present locks with two electronic combination locks, after we have given Linda
McClanahan ample time to see that everyone who uses the building has been apprised of the new syst

We are attempting to have the new locks in place by May 1st. Linda will change the combination once a
month on a pre-arranged schedule, and notices will be placed on the doors notifying users of the process.

Bear with us on thisit will take some adjustment. It is our job as your Trustees, however, to serve as good
stewards of the church properties, and this may be an unpopular, but sadly necessary change.

All of the above issues were approved by the Admin Council on March 22, 2009.
