If you split your check 

weekly  between Budget and Capital Campaign, I have those records as well, and you donõt 

need to do anything.    

What I donõt have are names besides the list of Budget checks , only dates and amounts.   

This spre adsheet  was created simply as a check and balance for each Sundayõs church 

recording software , but thank the Lord  for Janeene Rider that I at least have this 

spreadsheet.   I have reloaded the software and obtained a different  backup system for 

future recor ded donations, effective 1 Nov 2008.   I will inform you if I have been able to 

recreate your personal church offering record by either email or note in your church 

mailbox during the  month of Dec 2008.    

   

When you receive your tax report in January pleas e check it carefully to ensure I havenõt 

missed any donations.

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WHAT IS EPIPHANY? 
 
 
Here is some information about Epiphany.  It is a ministry to incarcerated youth modeled after the Walk to 
Emmaus.  It is a 3- day weekend inside the juvenile correctional center, starting about 8 each morning and 
ending about 7pm on the first two days and about 4pm the third day.  We bring in food for snacks and for five 
meals -- lunch each day and dinner the first two days.  We do not stay in the facility over night, but stay at the 
homes of Team members who live close to the facility. 
We organize the Stars (the youth participating in the weekend) into tables (like Emmaus) with 5-6 per table.  
Each table has three Team members:  A Table Mom, A Table Dad, and a Spiritual Director, (could be man or 
woman).  The Team also has many other functions, including a Weekend Lay Director and Assistant, a 
Weekend Coordinator (the logistics person, probably about like the head Cha) and Music Director, among 
others.   
The team structure is the same whether the Stars are boys or girls, with usually 20-22 members when we have 
3-4 tables.   
The weekend includes 9 talks, some of which are given by SDs, others by lay team members.  After each talk, 
the table families have time for discussion and an activity related to the talk, (make a poster, make something 
out of Play-Doh, etc.)  Many Chapel sessions are spread through the weekend as well.  We also have several 
skits depicting a story or parable from the Bible in a semi-modern, light hearted but meaningful way.  At 
Culpeper, we have the Team Stars (Stars who have been on a precious weekend and serve as a Team member) 
do the skits -- we bring in costumes and props, and they are always lots of fun.  We go back to the facility one 
evening a month for a Gathering with Stars who have been on a weekend.  We have some music, a 4th Day 
Talk, 
snack food we bring in, and mostly a time for fellowship.  It is good to see the Stars again, and many are 
pleasantly surprised that we actually keep our word to them, that we will come back to see them. 
Of course, there is tons more to say, but this is an introduction.   
The next scheduled weekend at Culpeper is coming up in January/February.  (Sat.-Mon.)

It was Christmas Eve in the Austrian Alps.  At the newly constructed Church of St. Nicholas in 
Oberndorf, a Tyrol village near Salzburg, Father Joseph Mohr prepared for the midnight service. 
He was distraught because the church organ was broken, ruining prospects for that eveningôs 
carefully planned music.  But Father Joseph was about to learn that our problems are Godôs 
opportunities; that the Lord causes all things to work together for good to those who love Him. 
It came unto Father Josephôs mind to write a new song, one that could be sung organless. 
 
Hastily, he wrote the words, ñSilent night, holy night, all is calm, all is bright...ò  Taking the text to his 
organist, Franz Gruber, he explained the situation and asked Franz to compose a simple tune. 
 
That night, December 24th, 1818, ñSilent Nightò was sung for the first time as a duet accompanied by 
a guitar at the aptly named Church of St. Nicholas in Oberndorf. 
 
There are other twists and turns to the story, but the main message is that, without the disaster of a 
broken organ, we would never have known one of our most cherished Christmas carols ï 
 ñSilent Nightò.
