Dear Remington United Methodist Church,

This year, January 1, 2008 — December 31, 2008, the Remington United Methodist Women, (RUMW) have
been extremely active supporting the work of the church, community, district, as well as different National
and International Ministries.

Our membership consists of 14 active members and 3 inactive members. However, we have the entire church
to thank for all their cooperation and assistance in making our many functions a success. The RUM Men have
been an asset in with the yard sale this year as well as cooking BBQ to sell during the Octoberfest.

We have four main fundraisers; serving monthly dinners to Remington — Bealeton Ruritans earning $3,200;
the Spring Yard Sale earning $1,027.00; Fire Department’s Octoberfest earning $1,275.30, and the sale of our
own, handmade Advent Calendars earning $460.00.

We support the District Missions with our annual Pledges totaling $880.15 for UM Women’s work around the
world. Each member donates an amount every month which is sent to the District and then is proportionally
divided to the National and International levels. We also collect monthly for repairs and maintenance at
Blackstone totaling $76.15, our Virginia Conference Center. Another important project is Call to Prayer and
Self Denial, which supports a specific nationwide project every year. We collected $67.00 this year.

We also have missions here at home. This year we have given to our church members, Church building fund
$2,000, Church budget $1,275.00; Church kits for conference $200.00; Graduates $200.00; FISH $500.00;
Men’s mission trip $300.00, Church to give toward the lab in Haiti $200.00; Water for the parade $150.00;
Study Guides for the Wednesday Night Bible Study $104.95; Supplies and Misc. $41.06; and dinner for VBS
$38.70. This all totals $5,245.61.

We thank all those people whose organization and hard work made these things possible.

16 oz. dried Navy Beans 1 TBSP Worchestershire Sauce
2 large onions, chopped 8 cups water

2 carrots, chopped 1 Bay Leaf

Smoked ham bone or ham hock 1 TBSP. cornstarch

1 tsp. minced garlic 2 TBSP Butter

Salt and Pepper to taste

Examine beans, removing grit, stones, and those beans that are discolored or appear bad.
Wash the bean. | use the type that does not require overnight soaking.

Place the beans in a large pot. Add water, onions, carrots, ham bone, bay leaf,
Worchestershire sauce, garlic, and salt and pepper. Bring to a boil, then simmer until tender,
about an hour to an hour and a half.

Dissolve cornstarch in cold water, about % cup and add to soup during the last stage of
cooking. Also, if you wish, add more minced onion and 2 tablespoons of butter during this
time. Serve with catsup.
