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4 Cans for Conference 

 

4 Cans 4 Conference was a success! 

By your generosity, we provided a total of 8868 pounds of food for the South Eastern Virginia Food 
Bank during Conference.  There were also monetary gifts of $85 which we shared directly with SEVA 
FB. 

They were extremely grateful.... and pleasantly surprised that we arrived several times with load after 
load of food for their use and distribution.  They were great about unloading the U-Haul van several 
times, about sending a large truck to Scope, and about encouraging and expressing their gratitude for 
your contributions. 

Your generosity will help in a couple of ways.  First, it will generate some income for the SEVA Food 
Bank, as they provide these resources to their member agencies at c. 18 cents per pound (nearly 
$1600 in income for the network).  Second, it will provide food directly to those numerous food 
pantries, shelters, and soup kitchens throughout south-side Tidewater, which they will use in a variety 
of ways, including direct giveaways to those in need, supplying food preparation sources, and senior 
citizen support. 

I especially want to thank you for supporting this "first time out" effort.  It was a great start! 

Thanks, too, for all the support and energy from the Scope staff and helpers, who moved around a 
great deal of the gifts you brought into the meeting and exhibition halls.  They lightened the load 
considerably! 

I hope that we will be able to make this a regular facet of our Conference's arrival -- in Norfolk , 
Roanoke , Hampton .... where-ever.

LOUôS CRAB CAKES ï CONNIE HELM    
 
1lbs.  crab meat                                               1 tsp. lemon juice 
2 tbsp. flour                                                     1 tsp. minced onion or green onion tops 
2 tbsp.butter                                                    1 cup milk 
1 slice crumbled fresh bread                         1egg 
1tbsp. chopped parsley                                 ½ tsp. powdered mustard  
1tsp. salt                                                           dash cayenne pepper 
Pinch of pepper                                              1 lg. tbsp. butter 
 
Go over crab meat for bits of shell.  Melt the large tablespoons butter in frying pan.  Simmer onion a 
minute in butter, then add crabmeat, cook gently stirring until hot and well covered with butter.  
Add a dash of cayenne pepper.    
 
Make sauce:    Melt 2 tbsps butter and blend flour into it, add milk, stirring constantly until it smooth. 
heat mixture until mixture boils.  Add crumbled bread, salt, parsley, mustard and pepper.   
When itôs smooth and thick, pour it over the crab meat, add egg and lemon juice.  Stir well and taste.  
Make into large cakes and roll in Kelloggôs cornflake crumbs. 
 
Lace crabcakes on a greased cookie sheet.  Bake at 400 degrees for 20 minutes (or until hot inside),  
or you can fry them. 
 
Note:   Make them early and refridgerate for a few hours as the mixture tends to be soft.

My husband calls her “Miss Sunshine” because she is always smiling and happy to meet and talk with everyone.   Every 
Sunday Ms. Nell sits back near the door to the narthex in one of the chairs.  She uses a walker now because she is a little 
more unsteady than she used to be.   This past winter she came to church wearing a black hat every Sunday.  I always 
look for her first when I come into the church.  She has a kind smile and she will grab your hand and brighten your day 
faster than anything.   
 
I first met Miss Nell while visiting my mother in Overlook Health and Rehabilitation Center.  One day while I was there to 
see my Mom, who happened to be busy with Physical therapy, I remembered hearing at service that there was another 
lady from RUMC in Overlook.  So, while I waited for Mom, I decided to walk down the hall and meet this person I had only 
known by name, as a member of RUMC.  Miss Nell and I became fast friends.  Eventually her sister Ruby came to be at 
Overlook too and my Mom was able to leave Overlook and come home with me, so I didn't get to visit much with Miss Nell 
after that.  We only got a chance to talk when she came back to church and even then not often, but we had become 
friends. 
 
So, when I recently interviewed Miss Nell I learned so much about her that I didn't know.   
 
Many of you probably already know her well.  After all, she has been a member of RUMC for 69 years.  Miss Nell was 
born in North Carolina.  She moved here with her family in 1940 to be with their father who had come ahead of them in 
the late 1930's.   Nell had 6 siblings including her brother Diz, and her late sister Ruby.  She lost one sister in infancy and 
one brother in WWII.  She and Diz are the only ones remaining of the original family. 
 
Miss Nell says she has loved music all her life and her greatest love became her life’s work.  She took piano lessons and 
went to college to major in Music.  She taught 2

nd
 and 3

rd
 grade for 29 years in Nokesville, 10 years in Haymarket, and 3 

years of music in Fauquier Co.   Miss Nell devoted herself to her music and considered it her life's interest.  She was 
Choir Director for RUMC for 30 years.  She played the piano, and “played at the Organ” as she puts it, during that time for 
the church.  Somewhere in those years she returned to school to further her knowledge of Religious and Church music.  
She has a Master’s degree in Music. 
 
Miss Nell says she has believed in God ever since she was a little girl and has based her whole life on her relationship 
with God.  Her God and her relationships with other people are the most important things in her life.  This is her 
philosophy on life! 
 
She is a “ray of sunshine”  in an often times difficult place such as Overlook Rehab.  When you meet her you ask yourself, 
“What was I complaining about again?”   Her smile can light up the room and if you don't know her yet, please make a 
point of getting to know her.  You will come away with a bit of joy that reflects Miss Nell’s love of life. 
Thankfully, she is returning home again soon where she can sit on her porch, enjoy her days, and return to her beloved 
church.
