NEW BIRTHING KIT INFORMATION

In developing countries, an estimated 60 million women give birth with the help of an untrained birth
attendant or family member. Without the basic, sanitary tools for delivery, newborns can develop a
Tetanus infection, the leading cause of infant mortality.

To reduce this risk, UMCOR’s list of relief supplies now includes a birthing kit to aid attendants in
conducting clean and safe deliveries. The birthing kit costs about $8 to assemble and contains basic
yet essential items such as soap, latex gloves, plastic sheeting to receive the baby, string and a clean
razor blade to cut and tie the umbilical cord, two receiving blankets and a zip lock bag. Providing this
new birthing kit promotes safe and healthy deliveries.

During the American Civil War, in a certain overcrowded prison, men were dying daily. One of the new
prisoners was a young preacher. As he saw the conditions surrounding him, he sobbed uncontrollably.
Suddenly, from a window he heard, “Praise God, from whom all blessings flow...”

More and more men began to join in, and the preacher that day was able to take courage and hope in a
simple song called the “Doxology.” Thomas Ken, the composer, had been chaplain to King Charles

of England. He pleaded with the king many times to turn to Christ. The outcome is unknown,

but Ken was faithful and gave a witness for Christ. The words to the “Doxology” are just a part

of two larger hymns he wrote entitled Morning and Evening hymns.

Praise God, from whom all blessings flow;
Praise Him all creatures here below;
Praise Him above, ye heavenly host;
Praise Father, Son, and Holy Ghost.

As Pastor Mike Always Told Us, ""There Are No Coincidences..."

This is a story of a Christian man, a Veteran, devoted to his family, to his community and to his church, where
he served in many capacities, including Chairman of the Admin Council in a very large Methodist Church,
President of the Men's Club - Supporter of the local high school Booster Club, President ofthe PTA, coach of
little league teams, just to name a few of his involvements.

He happened to be a neighbor of ours, and our families became wonderful friends, both the parents and the
children.

Don was on the fast track with his company, and to my sorrow, after a few years of wonderful next-door
friendship, he was transferred out of state.

These were the sort of friends that you never forgot, never lost touch with - especially since we had children of
the same age who were very close, the sort of friends, when you talk to them after long absences, you pick up
right where you left off, without missing a beat.

It is now about 30 years later - we still communicate as always - still see each other as often as possible, but
time and distance have made visits less frequent that we would like.

I got a call from my friend Pat recently to tell me that Don, on a trip to Georgia to a family high school
graduation, suddenly, without notice, began to feel dizzy, and collapsed on the spot in the gym.

Amazingly, this good man was immediately attended by two registered nurses, who administered CPR,
followed immediately by a professor at the school, in his ceremonial robes, who administered the defribrilator -
SAVING DON'S LIFE BECAUSE HIS HEART HAD STOPPED!!

Just last night, barely a week after this incident, after Don had a pacemaker and defribrilator surgically
implanted in his chest, I just talked to my dear friend on the phone, and his prognosis is great.

The miraculous circumstances surrounding his trauma were amazing to the hospital doctors, but to my friend
Don, all he remembers is a little old lady, with an oxygen tank, the grandmother of some student, coming up to
him and offering her oxygen if he needed it.

THIS IS ATRUE STORY!!

Apparently, God is not ready to let my good friend go just yet.
