ADMINISTRATIVE COUNCIL MINUTES FROM 15 MARCH 2010

Members present: Peggy Simmons, Jan Hart, Linda Butler, Evelyn Olinger, Jim Helm, Alex Fedorov,
Tom Wolfrom, Pastor Charles Stacy and Linda McClanahan.

Meeting was called to order by Chair Peggy Simmons at 7:05pm.

Pastor Charles opened with devotional.
See attached for detailed report.

Minutes after corrections ““ year end excess of $1600 not $1000”
Approved as presented with correction.

Financial Report:

Alex Fedorov reported we ended February with a positive. Alex reported the first two months of 2010 were
better than past years. We’re still not meeting weekly budget but are holding our own. Alex paid and extra
$500 in February toward the principal on our loan. We were also able to replenish monies that were
borrowed from the Capital Campaign emergency fund.

Alex reported we actually under spent budgeted operating expenses by $3,300.
Alex also made the 10™ payment on the windows in the Fellowship Hall.

Alex reported he has submitted paper work with Oak View Bank about refinancing our loan with them. We
hope to have same interest rate with Oak View as we currently have with PNC Bank.

By refinancing a lower amount this will decrease our mortgage payment by approximately $500 a month.
They are also working to lower closing cost. Once all are in agreement, Council, Finance and Trustees Alex
will submit paper work to Oak View for final decision.

CD’s : Alex reported our CD’s are currently receiving 1% interest rate; he checked with Pentagon Federal
Credit Union who is currently offering 3% interest rate. Alex to do further research on this, will report back
next month.

Finance Report accepted as presented.

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NEW BUSINESS AND COMMITTEE REPORTS

Rich Kaiser will give a presentation on installation of stain glass windows on 16 April at 10:00am
Several families have inquired about donating stained glass windows, Rich will advise on theme and what we
should consider. Prices vary according to size and design.

First annual bulb sale: Currently the church has earned approximately $300 on the sale of bulbs, sale will
continue through 4 April 2010.

Last payment on old copier has been made. Copier should be picked up some time in late March or early
April. Alex will work with Konica Minolta to arrange this. Also noted reproduction cost on the new copier,
which has a cheaper monthly cost, is .01 per page. Better than the old cost which was a set charge on a
quarterly basis.

TRUSTEE’S REPORT

Evelyn Olinger reported on the sagging walls in the office area and the lower level doors:

Weather stripping also to be installed.
> Roger Hart will repair the structural supports in the office area ; cost $1475

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STAINED GLASS WINDOW UPDATE

A group of interested families met with Rich and Jackie Kaiser of Stained Glass Windows on April
16th and started the process rolling for the addition of family honored stained glass windows in the
sanctuary. Four families made commitments for five windows and are in the process of considering
designs that will complement the windows we currently have. Once designs have been selected
and coordinated as a whole the project will be presented to the Administrative Council and the
Board of Trustees for approval. There will be no cost to the church for this project as the families
involved will pay for the windows they select.

If your family is considering purchasing a stained glass window in memory or honor of a loved one,
please know that you do not have to purchase the whole window. Stained Glass Works will display
the designs chosen in the narthex when they are completed as well as a few extra complimentary
windows as samples and families can purchase individual panes. Once all of the panes are
purchased he will meet with the families involved to design their window. Mr. Kaiser does intend to
have a central pattern, probably at the top arch, for all the new windows for conformity.

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NOTES FROM THE TREASURER AS OF: March 31, 2010

More Good News: | always like to start with some good news, whenever | can, so here it is. Subject to final approval by the
Finance Committee and the RUMC Administrative Council, we have an opportunity to once again refinance our church building
renovation mortgage. As most of you know, in 2007 we had to do a major repair and renovation of the Sanctuary. To do so,
RUMC had to establish a Capital Campaign and to borrow $500,000 from a bank at 6.25% with a monthly payment of $3,105.45
set for a five year period. In May of 2008, we were able to convince the PNC Bank to lower the interest rate to 5.75% thus
dropping our monthly payment to $2,561.24. With your generous contributions to the Capital Campaign Fund, and various fund
raising activities targeted in support of the CC Fund, we have been able to pay down our mortgage to $350,823 as of the end of
March. With future interest rates uncertain and very likely to rise substantially, | recommended and the Finance Committee and the
Administrative Council agreed, that we should explore the possibility of refinancing our mortgage before the projected end of our
five year term in March 2012. To that end, | have recently received a commitment letter from the Oak View National Bank offering
to refinance our mortgage at the same 5.75% interest rate for a new five year term. Because the amount of our loan has been now
significantly reduced to about $350,000 our monthly payment would drop to about $2,063, therefore saving us almost $500 per
month in the budget. The two gentlemen that | have been working with at the Oak View National Bank are Mr. Jon D. Peavley and
Mr. Sam Parker. Interestingly, Jon Peavley was the person who first took a chance on RUMC by approving our original mortgage,
when he was a loan officer at the Marshall National Bank, and was also the individual who was instrumental in lowering our
mortgage interest, when that bank was acquired by the PNC Bank. Sam Parker, who some of you know, happened to attend the
RUMC Preschool as a child and his family has attended the Morrisville UMC for many years. God works in mysterious ways, does
He not.

Now the Bad News: When we started the month of March, the offering collections were looking very good, particularly in the
second and third Sunday when we actually exceeded our weekly targets. | was looking forward to Palm Sunday expecting to meet
all of our financial needs for March and being able to contribute to the mortgage payment once again. Then Linda Butler, our
Financial Secretary, sent me the weekly report and | saw that the offering was just $1,778, which is less that half of our needs and
perhaps the lowest that | have ever recorded. Perhaps many of our members were away on spring break, but it definitely was a big
disappointment. Once again we had to pay the whole mortgage payment using Capital Campaign funds and | had to temporarily
borrow $500 just to meet our March commitments. March is a challenging month financially, because we have to pay a large
quarterly insurance payment and the annual premium for our staff disability insurance, together totaling over $2,000.

I have great hope that April will prove to be a much better month.

Fundraisers Big Success in_March: Several fund raising activities took place in March that will soon benefit the financial
situation of RUMC once the figures are all in. The Diggers in Virginia (DIV) dinner was a big success with around 200 meals
served. Our Mulch Sale delivery came to us on three flat bed trucks with about 3,000 bags of mulch and was delivered through a
great effort by church members by noon on Saturday the 27", The Flower Power fundraiser has recorded over $500 in donations to
RUMC, so far.

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Memorial Day Essay

Memorial Day, originally called Decoration Day, is a day set aside for remembrance of those who have died in our
nations service. Memorial Day was first proclaimed on 5 May 1868 by General John Logan, in his General order
number 11, and was first observed on 30 May 1868; when flowers were placed on the graves of Union and Confederate
soldiers. The South, at first, refused to acknowledge, Memorial Day, honoring their dead on separate days until after
WWI. It is now observed in almost every state of the union on the last Monday of every May. Since the Civil War more
than 1.1 million veterans, both women and men, have lost their lives in service to America. Indeed the Civil War alone
accounted for more than 600,00 dead.

On Memorial Day | had the opportunity to witness a memorial in San Francisco, aboard a submarine, the USS
Pampanito, a submarine that was used in WWII and Korea. The United States submarine service suffered the
highest percentage of casualties than any other of the services that served in WWII. They also sank over 55%
of all Japanese shipping sunk in WWII. This was all pointed out to me with pride by several of these veterans.

As our National Anthem was played over the speaker system some of them started to cry as they remembered
all of their fallen comrades, the ones that served with them, and the ones that did not. I thought about how
many of these veterans brothers had made the ultimate sacrifice so that we may all enjoy the freedom this
country offers.

As we stood for the Pledge of Allegiance | saw the reaction on their faces, it was a thoughtful, respectful look,
a look of such sadness. I thought about what my dad's submarine veterans group was really all about "To
perpetuate the memory of our shipmates who gave their lives while serving in the United State Naval
Submarines™ | then started to cry myself with the realization of what that really meant. All those old sailors,
my dad included, standing on the deck of an old submarine holding the flag with such pride and sadness.

Then it was time for the speakers to give their speeches about their experiences and the meaning of Memorial
Day. A WWII veteran talked about the hardships and struggles and the fact that he was lucky to be alive when
so many of his brothers had fallen victim to the war. One talked about how it was up to the veterans to teach
"our children about the sacrifices made by so many". Another said, "that America will only be the land of the
free so long as it is the home of the Brave". So many of the speakers spoke with so much pride about America
that it was hard not to think about all the people who have no idea what this holiday is really about. While
they go to their Bar B Q's and beaches there are some who keep up a tradition of pride in service to the United
States of America and remember all those who had fallen, and rejoice in the ones who still live and
remember. Let none of us ever forget what Memorial Day really is.

Kathlena Peebles was a Junior at Highlands High School in North Highlands, CA when she wrote this. The essay was
punishment for missing a band function on Memorial Day to withess a Memorial Day presentation by her father's
submariner veterans group aboard the USS Pampanito [US Sub Vets, Inc. Mare Island Base]. She wrote an essay
about what Memorial Day really is, she succinctly expressed the Spirit of Memorial Day. The day is a day to remember
and honor those who fell in battle. Which is what she did, and was punished for.

Recent Events Update

Digging in Virginia Dinner / Approximately 25 church volunteers were able to serve over 160 dinners to the Digging
In Virginia (DIV) organization on 25 March 2010 at Germanna Community College. Gross Sales on the dinner (to
include tips/donations) totaled approximately $2,245.11. Expenses totaled $332.87. This left a net profit of $1912.24
Proceeds from this effort will be divided up between the RUMC Men's and Women's groups to assist with the building
fund and church missions.

Mulch Sale / Approximately 30 individuals volunteered to help distribute mulch from the annual RUMC Mulch Sale.
Approximately 3350 bags of mulch were sold. Mulch was delivered on 3-tractor trailers from Norfleet Products,
Fredericksburg, VA. Retail Sales for mulch grossed over $11,000. Net profit from the mulch sale was
approximately$3400.00, which will be used by the RUM Men's group for Church and Mission projects.

Recap / The church mobilized over 50 individuals, served over 160 high quality meals at a remote location, accepted
delivery of over 60 pallets consisting of over 3300 bags of mulch and delivered all 3300 bags in slightly over a 24 hour
period bringing in an estimated $5000 into the church in less than 3 days. This is nothing short of remarkable!!! All
those who participated on these two events are to be commended. This was a tremendous show of unity and teamwork
with the church.

MUSIC NOTES by KAYE RICH

Jesus Loves Me

Some years ago, | was privileged to tour the grounds of the U.S. Military Academy at West Point, New
York. | remember standing at the Academy cemetery on the high bank of the Hudson River -- a place of
great beauty. Our guide pointed to an island on the other side of the river -- Constitution Island -- and told
us of Anna Warner, who wrote "Jesus Loves Me." He said that Anna and her sister, Susan, had lived on
that island. Their uncle, the Rev. Thomas Warner, had been the Academy Chaplain, and the sisters had
taught Sunday school classes for cadets for a number of years. It is thought that Dwight D. Eisenhower
was one of the last cadets to attend their classes. We don't know that that is true, but we know that it is
possible. Eisenhower graduated in 1915, and Anna died in that same year.

When the sisters died, the Academy honored them by providing for them to be buried at the Academy
cemetery -- an unusual exception to the rules -- high honor, indeed!

When | heard that story, | thought of the sister's ministry to those cadets, and wondered if the officer who
made possible their burial in that cemetery might at one time have been cadets in their Sunday school
classes. | also found myself wondering whether the sister's humble ministry might have affected world
history at some point through the influence they had on the lives of those cadets.

The words to this popular song were written originally as a poem in Anna's novel, Say and Seal. In the
book, the words were spoken to comfort a dying child. In 1861, William Bradbury set the words to music
and added the chorus, "Yes, Jesus loves me!" The joyful tune and simple words soon became favorites
around the world.

Stories have grown up around this song. One is that someone asked Karl Barth, the great theologian, to
summarize the essence of the Christian faith in a few words, and he responded, "Jesus loves me, this |
know, for the Bible tells me so." Another is that, at the height of persecution in Communist China, a
Christian sent a message to a friend. The message escaped the attention of the censors, because it said
simply: "The this | know people are well" -- but that phrase, the "this | know people” clearly identified the
Christian community in China. It assured the friend that the church in China was alive and well.

We, too, are "This | Know" people.
