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NOTES  FROM  THE  TREASURER 
 
AS OF:  January 31, 2010 

  

A New Year Begins:  Just as we wiped the slate clean for 2009, and started a fresh financial year, Mother Nature dealt us an unexpected 

blow and sent us a major snowstorm at the end of January.  Unfortunately, because the 5
th

 Sunday church service had to be cancelled for 

safety reasons, funds critical to the operation of the church were therefore not received.  Fortunately, RUMC has several accounts 

outside of the budget account that carry a positive balance.  So I was able to temporarily transfer enough funds to the budget account to 

cover the checks that I had issued to meet the January payroll for our staff employees.  The funds will have to be returned next week, so 

I am counting on everyone to restore their offering and add it to their regular offering in February.  Please keep this in mind. 

 

Importance of 5
th

 Sunday Contributions:  Some people may think that the 5
th

 Sunday service that occurs four times a year is somehow 

a windfall, or bonus, as far as the RUMC budget is concerned.  Nothing could be further from the truth.  When we approve the annual 

budget at the Charge Conference each year, the weekly financial needs are based on that budget total, minus other church income, 

divided by 52 weeks.  So that means that each and every week has exactly the same weight and importance as any other Sunday. The 

Finance Committee and the Administrative Council worked hard to keep the 2010 Budget from increasing.  Salaries were retained at 

2009 levels and other budget items were cut.  So, although our apportionments to the Virginia United Methodist Conference did increase 

some, we were able to keep our weekly needs steady at $3,769.   Unfortunately, whenever we fall short of that total, which we often do, 

we must rely on other sources of income to meet our needs.  Usually that falls on the Capital Campaign Fund to pick up the cost of our 

monthly mortgage payment, thus slowing down the repayment of the principal on the renovation loan. 

 

Final Christmas Wreath Sale Profit:  An additional $390.00 in profit was added to the $446.88 reported last month, which resulted in 

a total of $836.88 raised for Missions and Outreach.   

 

Behind the Numbers:   Clearly the loss of the 5
th

 Sunday offering had a serious impact on contributions received in the first month of 

2010.  That and some other weekly shortfalls in January have put us into a difficult position as we begin the new year.  Furthermore, 

although we started the year with a positive balance in the checkbook of $1,672 it was not nearly as strong as last year when we started 

the year with $6,960 in the bank.  We certainly have a challenging year ahead of us and we definitely need your support as much as ever.

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           Remington United Methodist Women End of Year Report 
January 1, 2009  -  December 31, 2009 

 
Dear Members of Remington United Methodist Church, 
 
This year, January 1, 2009 – December 31, 2009, the Remington United Methodist Women, (RUMW,) have been extremely 
active supporting the work of the church, community, district, as well as different National and International Ministries.   
 
Our membership consists of 15 active members and 5 inactive members.  However, we have the entire church to thank for 
all their cooperation and assistance in making our many functions a success. The RUM Men have been an asset in with the 
yard sale this year as well as cooking BBQ to sell during the Oktoberfest, and DIV. 
 
We have four main fundraisers; serving monthly dinners to Remington – Bealeton Ruritan Club earning $2,550; the Lion’s 
Club, earning 1,368.00; DIV Dinners, our share was, $2,103.55; the Spring Yard Sale our earning $712.65; Fire 
Department’s Oktoberfest earning $465.00, and the sale of our own, hand made Advent Calendars earning $420.00.  
This totals $7,889.20! 
 
We also received a gift of $50.00; Interest from a CD of $29.69; and served dinner to the Darling’s Lion’s Club earning 
$280.00; which totals $359.89. 
 
We support the District Missions with our annual Pledges totaling $800.00 for UM Women’s work around the world.  Each 
member donates an amount every month which is sent to the District and then is proportionally divided to the National and 
International levels.  We also collect monthly for repairs and maintenance at Blackstone totaling $97.75, our Virginia 
Conference Center.  Another important project is Call to Prayer and Self Denial, which supports a specific nationwide project 
every year.  We collected $122.00 this year. Our Local collected was $596.65.  This totals $1,616.40!  
 
This year we have been very fortunate to have given to our church in many ways; Church Capital Campaign $2,000, Church 
budget $4,000.00, the Wed. Night Bible Study Materials needed for weekly bible study $420.86, and blinds for the 
Fellowship Hall $1,033.75; Water to be given out during the parade $76.77; and we also gave $500.00 toward the Shed.  
This totals $8,031.38.to RUMC!            
 
We also have missions here at home.  We gave Church Birthing kits for conference $62.37; Graduates $300.00;  Hunters 
for the Hungry $200.00; Epiphany Team for Prison Ministry $500.00; Postage for mailing Christmas Boxes $293.00; Little 
People Play School Scholarship $652.50; Misc. gifts of $512.95; and New plates to update plaques in the church $103.00.  
This totals $2,623.82 locally. 
We have had some misc. expenses of $15.75 and supplies $110.97; these total $126.92.  
 
We have also paid Alexandria District Treasure $466.50, with $421.25 due in 2010.   
 
To summarize this year, Our women have taken in $9,595.29  and have given away  
(all but $126.72 in expenses) $11,248.36 
 
We thank all those people whose phone calling, organization, planning, cooking, and hard work made these things possible. 
We couldn’t have done this without every one’s help!!

MUSIC NOTES     by  KAYE RICH 

 

The hymn “I Am Not Skilled To Understand” was written by Dorothy Greenwell (1821-1882).  Sometimes known as “Dora,”    
Ms. Greenwell lived in the rectory in Northumberland, England in 1848.  She wrote poems and hymns.                                                     
“I Am Not Skilled to Understand” was published in 1873, in the hymnal Songs of Salvation. 

American Christian music composer, William James Kirkpatrick (1838-1921) wrote the melody for the hymn “I Am Not 
Skilled To Understand.”  Although Kirkpatrick’s family was musical, he began his education learning the trade of carpentry.  
But finding that he spent most of his spare time with music, he soon became more involved in the Christian music industry. 

 ñI Am Not Skilled To Understandò 

(Also sung by a contemporary artist naming it My Savior, My God) 

 I am not skilled to understand 
What God hath willed, what God hath planned; 

I only know that at His right hand 
Is One Who is my Savior! 

I take Him at His word indeed; 
ñChrist died for sinnersòðthis I read; 

For in my heart I find a need 
Of Him to be my Savior! 

That He should leave His place on high 
And come for sinful man to die, 

You count it strange? So once did I, 
Before I knew my Savior! 

And oh, that He fulfilled may see 
The travail of His soul in me, 

And with His work contented be, 
As I with my dear Savior! 

Yea, living, dying, let me bring 
My strength, my solace from this Spring; 

That He Who lives to be my King 
Once died to be my Savior!
