e nobody was crushed by the bell!

During this Thanksgiving season and as we face a New Year, | wish we would all look back a few years and remember what our
church used to look like. Do you remember the gaping hole in the ceiling in the narthex? Do you remember placing buckets to
try to catch the torrents of rain pouring in? Do you remember closing off the narthex for fear that the bell might fall? Do you
remember the smell of an old, moldy building? Do you remember the moment we learned that only one stone was holding up the
steeple?

If you remember that, you will remember that point in time as a sort of crisis point. There was no doubt that we had to do
somethingo save the building before it fell down. You might also remember that our then sister congregation in Morrisville was
facing a somewhat different crisis. While their church building was in good shape, they were bitterly divided over financial
issues. There was a real tense atmosphere at that year’s charge conference when some of Morrisville’s finance committee
members stood up and said they did not agree with the budget passed by the finance committee and the admin council. That year
our church did a lot of soul searching.

As we worked together to reach a practical decision on the building and our finances, we realized that the Remington
congregation was in a different place, spiritually, than the divided church in Morrisville. We realized that we were united in joy af
the prospect of saving our church for many more generations, united in joy at the prospect of being able to move forward and
embrace a new spiritual awakening.

You see, over the years we had all seen the church congregation ebb and flow. The low tides seemed to occur when we fell back
into just “existing.” Excitement that would carry us through into a growth phase was lost when it became a matter of “not enough
money” or “not enough space” or “not enough people” or “not enough ... whatever”. But this time, at that crisis point, we
realized that we had to stand together and take our leap of faith. We went station (separated from the Morrisville church) and
began to look for a loan - that we didn’t qualify for - to renovate the church.

It was not an easy time. It took a lot of faith, and people in our church went above and beyond in securing a loan, filing required
paperwork with the county, selling the parsonage that we owned jointly with Morrisville etc. etc. It’s impossible to mention all
that had to be done and the wonderful people who worked so hard! We met for Sunday morning worship in the social hall for
what seemed like forever. Yet, through it all, T always felt a profound sense of “rightness”. T truly believe that it was the right
moment to save the church, perhaps the only moment of opportunity we would ever be given. It was the right moment to go
station. It was the right moment to take a chance, to take that step off the ledge without knowing for sure if the financial security
net would hold us up. It was NOT the right moment to be afraid, because right then God had opened a door to offer a new future
to Remington United Methodist Church .

Well, time has passed, and for quite a while now, there have been days when I have felt that perhaps we are trying to close that
door to the future, and I want to stick my foot in it to stop it from closing. While I don’t dispute that our church must stay
financially viable, I would like to share with you what one of our former pastors once said: “A church that is not in debt is a dead
church. Debt shows that you’re doing something!”

For many people, personally, these are hard financial times. And we all know, that on some level it really 1S all about the money,
but as a churcHet us not fall back into just sort of “existing” as we worry and complain about the lack of money. Have we — the
church - forgotten to have faith? Have we gone back to the ledge just to stand there and not dare step off it again? Having a
mortgage is not a stumbling block to the church. It’s that open door of opportunity. It’s what made it all possible. Let’s keep the
door open and work to rediscover our spiritual joy! Focusing on the money makes us lose sight of God. It stops us from growing
spiritually, and it stops us from thinking about those who may need us. Our faith in God saved a church that’s over 100 years old.
It will stand for another generation, at least. We have a beautiful sanctuary and more space, filled with light. And as our son,
Thomas, said: “ ... and nobody was crushed by the bell!”

Mark and I hope you will come to Ria and Matthew’s wedding ceremony on December 5™ to share our joy as we give thanks to
God for each other, for all there ever has been and all there ever will be.

O Come, O Come Emmanuel

In Hebrew, the word "immanu" means "with us." The word "EI" means "God."
Emmanuel, then, combines those two words -- immanu and El -- to mean "God with us."
Long before Jesus was born, the prophet Isaiah said:

"Look, the virgin shall conceive and bear a son, and they shall name him Emmanuel."
(Matthew 1:20-23 -- see Isaiah 7:14)

Emmanuel -- God with us -- one of the many names that the Bible gives to the Messiah -- to Jesus.

The hymn, "O Come, O Come Emmanuel,” highlights that name of Jesus and invites him to come and ransom captive
Israel. Israel knew what it meant to be enslaved, and they wanted God to redeem them.

We have not been in slavery, but we do know what it means to feel trapped -- to be caught between a rock and a

hard place -- to need help and to need it desperately.

When we find ourselves in that situation, we need to pray the prayer of this hymn,

"O Come, O Come Emmanuel" — and ransom us -- save us -- redeem us -- make us whole.

Christ has saved us. Christ is saving us now. Christ will be our salvation throughout eternity. He has already
answered our prayer -- and is answering our prayer -- and will answer us when we pray, "O Come, O come Emmanuel

-- and ransom us -- save us -- redeem us -- make us whole.
