FROM THE PASTOR’S DESK......

This month we again look at the worship service to see what follows the greeting. In our bulletin it is the “Passing the Peace”. I’ve always
been puzzled by this part of the worship service. Growing up I never went to a church that passed the peace. It wasn’t until | was a chaplain
in the national parks that I saw a bulletin with this included. In my first assignment in 1996 this was part of the service in both churches |
served. Two things always stuck in my mind whenever we practice this. One, what is the history of this in the church and why does it have
such a strange sounding title. After all, who is really passing the peace when we pass the peace?

At the end of Paul’s first letter to the church in Corinth he writes, “All the brothers and sisters send greetings. Greet one another
with a holy kiss”. The first letter of Peter concludes with these words, “Greet on another with a kiss of love. Peace to all of you who are in
Christ”. The sharing of peace with brothers and sisters was an act of hospitality. The early church did not pass the peace. Instead, they
shared peace and love with one another through the holy kiss. Don’t get grossed out. All they did was to give others a peck on the cheek.
This tradition seems to have continued well into the middle ages.

It is during the middle ages that things get kind of weird. For some reason the ancients decided that sharing kisses with one another
was not a good thing. If you know anything about the middle ages you know hygiene wasn’t the motivation. No, my guess is that for the
wealthy and affluent it was beneath them to share Christ’s love with the poor and lowly. So, they invented the Osculatarium (you just gotta
love those old Catholics who come up with a fancy Latin name for everything), or Pax board. Pax in Latin means peace. What occurred
was that the priest would kiss the board and pass it to the members of the congregation. In this way they passed the peace. Hence, as |
figure it, developed the tradition of passing the peace. Usually, this occurred before or after the celebration of Holy Communion. Why do
we have this act at the beginning of the service? Well, because the 11:00 a.m. service only has communion once a month. Also, it is more
convenient to have it earlier.

One last work about passing the peace. There really is no right or wrong way to do it. You can hug, shake hands, or simply stay in
your pew and say hello to those closest to you. In some traditions Christians simply bowed to one another. The point is to emphasize
forgiveness and reconciliation with our brothers and sisters of the faith.

MUSIC NOTES

Now Thank We All Our God

Martin Rinckart (1586-1649 A.D.) was born in Eilenburg, Germany -- a small city near Leipzig, which in the 20th century ended
up behind the Iron Curtain in East Germany for several decades.

Rinckart studied for the Lutheran ministry, and was called to serve as pastor of the church at Eilenburg, his home town. He
arrived there just before the beginning of the Thirty Years War, a war that devastated Germany in general and Eilenburg in
particular. Being a walled city, Eilenburg became a place of refuge and soon became badly overcrowded, rendering it
susceptible to disease. The plague of 1637 decimated the town, killing 8,000 people, including Rinckart's wife. Rinckart often
conducted forty or fifty funerals a day for plague victims.

It seems incongruous that a hymn like "Now Thank We All Our God" should come out of such circumstances. However,
Rinckart wrote the first two stanzas, not as a hymn for public worship, but as a table grace for his family. At the end of the war,
his hymn was sung to celebrate the signing of the Peace of Westphalia -- the treaty that ended the war.

But we would know nothing of this hymn except for the good work of Catherine Winkworth, an English woman who translated
many German hymns into English -- this hymn and "Christ the Lord is Risen Today" being the best known,
