Financial Reports:

Alex Fedorov reported the month of April was the best one in the past 3 years. However May was the worst month in the past
dyearsicurrently income approximately $15,000 below bud
approximately $10,000 of budgeted amount.  Alex had to use a portion of Capital Campaign not only to pay mortgage
payment but also to help make budget. The $5000 fAemergency fundodo is slight
extra mortgage/interest payment made this month.

The mortgage loan with PNC Bank has officially been moved to Oak View Bank in Warrenton. The actual closing cost was
$1200 7 less than the expected $3000. The new balance is $353,000, $7500 more than expected. Oak View wrote a check to
RUMC for $7500 which the council voted to turn back to Oak View, to be applied to the principal. This was decided after
much discussion and at the request of Peggy Simmons who had made a substantial donation prior to the loan being moved,
with the express interest of financing a lower amount. This was approved by council.

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Stained Glass Window Project - from the Admin Council

Your Admin Council has approved our newest project of replacing the existing windows with stained glass, to be created and
installed by the renowned local artist, Rich Kaiser, whose reputation in Fauquier, Culpeper and beyond is well known.

So far, we have 5 windows in the sanctuary spoken for, and there are 5 more available. The cost will range from $3,650 for a simple
design to $5,950 for a more complex design incorporating actual biblical figures.

Mr. Kaiser has several churches ahead of us in his schedule, so we are not anticipating that our project will begin for at least a year.
We have devised a way for families to contribute to the memorial fund until they have met their cost, at which time the church will
issue the check to the artist i therefore the donor receives the tax benefit of a church donation, and no sales tax is incurred.

This is in no way a solicitation. The project will proceed with the five windows already spoken for. We also realize that some of our
members prefer to donate to the Capital Campaign to pay down the mortgage, which is equally important to us. However, since this a
special opportunity to have your family name memorialized in these beautiful stained glass windows, we feel it only right to inform
the entire membership of the project.

STAINED GLASS WINDOW UPDATE - from the Stained Glass Window Committee

A group of interested families met with Rich and Jackie Kaiser of Stained Glass Windows on April 16th and started the process
rolling for the addition of family honored stained glass windows in the sanctuary. Four families made commitments for five
windows and are in the process of considering designs that will complement the windows we currently have. Once designs have
been selected and coordinated as a whole the project will be presented to the Administrative Council and the Board of Trustees for
approval. There will be no cost to the church for this project as the families involved will pay for the windows they select.

If your family is considering purchasing a stained glass window in memory or honor of a loved one, please know that you do not
have to purchase the whole window. Stained Glass Works will display the designs chosen in the narthex when they are completed
as well as a few extra complimentary windows as samples and families can purchase individual panes. Once all of the panes are
purchased he will meet with the families involved to design their window. Mr. Kaiser does intend to have a central pattern,
probably at the top arch, for all the new windows for conformity. There's still time to be included in this project if your family would
like to see a memorial or honorarium to loved ones.

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NOTES FROM THE TREASURER report for July 2010

Mid Year Financial Review: Nor that we have passed the halfway point in the budget year it is time to review how we have done so
far. The quick answer isi that we have done a little bit better than at this time last year, and not quite as well as in 2008. The actual
numbers show that as of June 30", we contributed $2,742 more toward the budget in 2010, than in 2009, and $1,848 less than in
2008. Unfortunately, in all three hears we were considerably short of our budget needs at this time of year. What that means is that
we have had to continue to use the Capital Campaign Fund to pay a good deal of the interest on our mortgage. While some of you
see nothing wrong with that, it does significantly delay our ability to rapidly repay the principal on the loan. Thankfully, with the CC
Fund help, we have been able to meet all of our obligations and are not in arrears on any of our bills at this time.

Big Month for Benevolence Spending A big thank you to those of you who contribute to the Discretionary Fund. Thanks to your
contributions, RUMC was able to help out five families in need during the month of June. This was an unusually heavy month for
requests for assistance and we did our best to give what we could to help them in their time of need.

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MUSIC NOTES FROM KAYE KREHOIR DIRECTOR

All Things Bright and Beautiful

The words to this hymn were written by Mrs. Cecil Frances Alexander (1818-1895), the wife of William Alexander, the
Anglican Bishop of Ireland.
Mrs. Alexander was a prolific author, and a number of her books and writings were published during her lifetime.

She was inspired to write this hymn when trying, with difficulty, to teach a group of children the meaning of the Apostles'
Creed. When traditional teaching methods failed, she decided to write a series of hymns based on various phrases of the
creed. She based this hymn on the phrase, "l believe in God, the Father Almighty, maker of heaven and earth." It was
those last words, "maker of heaven and earth," that particularly inspired her. The hymn celebrates "Each little flow'r that
opens" and "Each little bird that sings.” It speaks of "glowing colors" and "tiny wings." But, most of all, it affirms that "The
Lord God made them all."

Mrs. Alexander wrote other hymns to illustrate other phrases of the Apostles Creed. They include "Once in Royal David's
City" — <'There Is a Green Hill Far Away" — -and "He Is Coming! He Is Coming!" She thought of these as children's
hymns, and published them in a collection of hymns entitled Hymns for Little Children in 1848. It was a fabulously
successful hymnal that went through nearly seventy editions during her lifetime and one hundred editions altogether.

Mrs. Alexander was quite generous with her time and money. She donated the profits from Hymns for Little Children to a
school for the deaf. She was active in a ministry to unwed mothers, and was also instrumental in establishing a nursing
service in her area.

While this hymn maintained its popularity through the years, it received a big boost when the English veterinarian, James
Herriot, at the suggestion of his young daughter, named his first book, All Creatures Great and Small, after a phrase from
the first verse of this hymn. He subsequently wrote three additional books that he named after the other three lines of the
first verse of this hymn — -All Things Bright and Beautiful — -All Things Wise and Wonderful — -and The Lord God Made
Them All. His books became quite popular, and inspired a movie as well as a long-running television series.
