The Wicker Basket

The story is told of an old man who lived on a farm in the mountains of eastern Kentucky with his young grandson.
Each morning, Grandpa was up early sitting at the kitchen table reading from his old worn-out Bible. His grandson who wanted
to be just like him tried to imitate him in any way that he could.

One day the grandson asked, “Papa, | try to read the Bible just like you, but | don't understand it, and what | do understand | forget as
soon as | close the book. What good does reading the Bible do?” The Grandfather quietly turned from putting coal in the stove and
said, “Take this old wicker coal basket down to the river and bring back a basket of water”.

The boy did as he was told, even though all the water leaked out before he could get back to the house.

The grandfather laughed and said, ““You will have to move a little faster next time™' and sent him back to the river with the basket to
try again. This time the boy ran faster, but again the old wicker basket was empty before he returned home out of breath, he told his
grandfather that it was “impossible to carry water in a basket,” and he went to get a bucket instead. The old man said, “I don't want a
bucket of water, | want a basket of water. You can do this. You're just not trying hard enough,” and he went out the door to watch the
boy try again.

At this point, the boy knew it was impossible, but he wanted to show his grandfather that even if he ran as fast as he could, the water
would leak out before he got far at all. The boy scooped the water and ran hard, but when he reached his grandfather the basket was
again empty. Out of breath, he said, “'See Papa, It's useless!”

“So you think it is useless?” The old man said, “Look at the basket.” The boy looked at the basket and for the first time he realized
that the basket looked different. Instead of a dirty old wicker coal basket, it was clean.

“Son, that's what happens when you read the Bible. You might not understand or remember everything but when you read it, it will
change you from the inside out.”

Moral of the wicker basket story:

Take time to read a portion of God's word each day; it will affect you for good even if you don't retain a word.

Dear Remington United Methodist Church ,

This year, September 1, 2008 — August 17, 2009, the Remington United Methodist Women, (RUMW,) have been extremely active
supporting the work of our church, community, district, conference, as well as different National and International Ministries.

Our membership consists of 17 active members and 3 inactive members, however we know have the ENTIRE CHURCH to thank for
all their cooperation and assistance in making our many functions a success. The RUM Men have been GREAT helping us set up and
take down, load and unload for the Yard Sale this year. The Men have been instrumental cooking and selling their BBQ during the
Oktoberfest and the Digger’s in Virginia events.

We now have six main fundraisers; serving monthly dinners to Remington — Bealeton Raritan’s earning $4,425; the Spring Yard Sale
earning $712.65; Fire Department’s Oktoberfest, our part, earning $835.00, and the sale of our own, hand made Advent Calendars
earning $535.00. This year we started serving the Remington’s Lion’s once a month for a total of $384.00. Also the Men and
Women’s Groups worked hard feeding 400 plus people at The Digger’s of Virginia event where the women’s share earned $1,061.00.
Also we served the Darling’s Lion’s Club in March earning $280.00. Thus our total earnings for the year 2008-2009 was 7,881.00

We support the District Missions with our annual Pledges totaling $792.00 for UM Women’s work around the world. Each member
donates an amount every month which is sent to the District and then is proportionally divided to the National and International

levels. We also collect monthly for repairs and maintenance at Blackstone totaling $62.15, our Virginia Conference Center . Another
important project is Call to Prayer and Self Denial, which supports a specific nationwide project every year, where we collected
$122.00 this year. Our total for Mission Giving was $ 1,286.00.

We also have missions here at home. This year we have given to our RUMC Budget $4,000.00; RUMC Fellowship Hall Blinds
1,034.00; RUMC Shed $500.00; RUMC Graduates $300.00; RUMC Wed. Night Bible Study DVD $21.00, plus Bible Study
Materials, $305.00; RUMW Flowers $200.00; UM Church Conference Birthing Kits (most donated) $62; UMCORE $100.00;
Epiphany Prison Ministry $250.00; FISH $500.00; Hunter’s for the Hungry $100.00; Rising Hope $200.00; Water for Rem. Parade
$150.00 and Dinner for VBS $38.70. Our home Mission Gifts totals $8,053.00.

As you can see, our small group has been very busy this year and our local and distant mission work has many areas.

We thank all the church members and others involved whose organization skills, hard work, and dedication made these things
possible.

Music Notes - Submitted by Kaye Rich
Hy mn: AT 6r Mes ttie Jesuso

The famous blind hymnist, Fanny Crosby, wrote the words to “Tell Me the Story of Jesus.” Blind from
the age of six weeks, Fanny Croshy, never allowed self-pity to guide her heart. Instead, she was taught by her
devout grandmother to allow Jesus to lead her. And so she did. She became one of the most prolific Christian
writers in the late 1800’s in America, writing over 8,000 hymns—s0 many, that many hymn publishers used as
many as 200 pseudonyms so that their hymnals would not be called “Fanny Crosby” hymnals. This particular
hymn, “Tell Me the Story of Jesus” was published in a hymnal called The Quiver of Sacred Song in 1880. The
hymnal was edited by William Kirkpatrick who was good friends with the composer of the melody of this tune,
John Sweeney.

John R. Sweney wrote the melody for “Tell Me the Story of Jesus.” Sweney’s musical career began at
an early age when he began to teach public school music. By 19, he was studying piano and violin under
Professor Bauer, a German music teacher. Three years later, he was the Third Delaware Regiment’s band leader
during the American Civil War. That led to his becoming music professor and Christian writer at Pennsylvania
Military Academy where he worked for over 25 years.

Members of the Warrenton Lions Club took part in the RAM (Remote Area Medical) mission in Wise County last
weekend. As part of their support, they collected stuffed animals and books to be given out to patients and children
waiting in line for treatment. They want to give special thanks to RUMC for donating stuffed animals to the cause.

Some interesting numbers - including the members of Lions of Virginia, there were 1,746volunteers working:

2,715 patients were treated for dental work, eye exams and glasses, and medical exams.

This included 4,303 tooth extractions, 1,668 fillings, 1,029 pairs of eyeglasses distributed, and 2,653 medical exams.

Allin all, in one weekend, over $1.6 million dollars in care was given. Over 4,000 pounds of school supplies were

donated by local businesses, and were packed into age/grade appropriate backpacks that were all handed out in less than
2 hours. An additional 430 book bags were donated by the local Walmart, and those ran out almost immediately. By the
end of the first day, school supplies were being handed out in plastic bags.

The Warrenton Lions Club took down over 1,000 stuffed animals and Beanie Babies, and 14 boxes of books.
Members of the Warrenton Lions Club again wish to thank members of the Remington United Methodist Church,
for their support.
